ENTRY BLANKS:  A blank must be completed by each exhibitor. 
DELIVER EXHIBIT:  To barn Friday from 5 PM to 9 PM or by agreement with 
Superintendent.   Enter through the South gate.  Animals must remain until 5:00 PM 
Sunday. 

DEPARTMENT RULES 
1. Refer to Dairy rules with the following exceptions: 
2. Out of state animals need to be TB and Brucellosis tested and have required permits. 

All animals will have a rabies vaccine within 30 days of their first show.  Certificate 
is required. 

3. Proper show attire is required.  
4. No entry fee will be charged. 
5. There must be at least 7 animals of one breed to have a breed show. 
6. Entries close August 19 or until the barn is full. 
7. This is a no glue show. 
8. A bull may be shown cow/calf.  The bull calf must be born between 3/1-5/31/08.
